A collaboration between Poudre Fire Authority (PFA) and the City of Fort Collins, 

the 9/11 Memorial at Spring Park will be located adjacent to PFA’s Station 3 in 

Midtown Fort Collins. At the centerpiece of the memorial is an artifact from the 

World Trade Center—a 5-foot-long, 3,059-pound steel I-beam--gifted to PFA from 

the Terry Farrell Firefighter Fund. The 9/11 Memorial at Spring Park will be the 

only site of a World Trade Center artifact in Northern Colorado.
